UNITED STATES ARMY ORDNANCE CORPS ASSOCIATION CONSTITUTION 

ARTICLE I 
NAME AND PURPOSE
SECTION 1.  NAME

THE FULL NAME OF THE ASSOCIATION IS THE UNITED STATES ORDNANCE CORPS ASSOCIATION.  THE SHORTENED NAME IS THE ORDNANCE ASSOCIATION.  USE OF THE TERM “ASSOCIATION” OR REFERENCE TO THE “ASSOCIATION” IN THIS CONSTITUTION   IS UNDERSTOOD TO IDENTIFY THE UNITED STATES ORDNANCE CORPS ASSOCIATION. 

SECTION 2. PURPOSE

THE PURPOSE OF THIS ASSOCIATION IS;  TO PROMOTE THE DEVELOPMENT, PRODUCTION, ACQUISITION AND SUPPORT OF WEAPONS SYSTEMS,  AMMUNITION, MISSILES AND GROUND MOBILITY MATERIEL THROUGH RESEARCH, QUALITY EDUCATION AND THE  DISSEMINATION OF RESEARCH, EDUCATIONAL MATERIAL AND KNOWLEDGE OF THE MILITARY ARTS  AND SCIENCES, WITH SPECIAL ATTENTION TO THE ROLE OF THE ORDNANCE CORPS IN GROUND WARFARE;  TO PROMOTE THE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL AND SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMS, THE SPIRIT, TRADITIONS, HERITAGE, AND HISTORY OF THE ORDNANCE CORPS. 

ARTICLE II
GENERAL PROVISIONS

A.   THE ASSOCIATION IS ORGANIZED AND SHALL BE OPERATED EXCLUSIVELY FOR CHARITABLE, SCIENTIFIC, AND EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES AS SET FORTH IN SECTION 501(C)(3), OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954, AS AMENDED :


(1)   THE MAKING OF DISTRIBUTIONS TO ORGANIZATIONS THAT QUALIFY AS EXEMPT ORGANIZATIONS UNDER SECTION 501(C) (3) OF THE INTERNAL RIVENUE CODE OF 1954 AS AMENDED:


(2)   TO RECEIVE AND ADMINISTER FUNDS FOR SUCH CHARITABLE, SCIENTIFIC AND EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES, ALL FOR THE PUBLIC WELFARE, AND FOR NO OTHER PURPOSES, AND TO THAT END TO TAKE HOLD, BY BEQUEST, DEVISE, GIFT PURCHASE, OR LEASE, EITHER ABSOLUTELY OR IN TRUST FOR SUCH OBJECT AND PURPOSES OR ANY OF THEM, ANY PROPERTY, REAL, PERSONAL OR MIXED, WITHOUT LIMITATION AS TO AMOUNT OF VALUE, EXCEPT SUCH LIMITATION, IF ANY, AS MAY BE IMPOSED BY LAW; TO SELL, CONVEY, AND DISPOSE OF ANY SUCH PROPERTY AND TO INVEST AND REINVEST THE PRINCIPAL THEROF, AND TO DEAL WITH AND EXPEND THE INCOME THEREFROM FOR ANY OF THE BEFORE MENTIONED PURPOSES, WITHOUT LIMITATION, EXCEPT SUCH LIMITATIONS, IF ANY, AS MAY BE CONTAINED IN THE IINSTRUMENT UNDER WHICH SUCH PROPERTY IS RECEIVED; TO RECEIVE ANY PROPERTY, REAL PERSONAL OR MIXED, IN TRUST, UNDER THE TERMS OF ANY WILL DEED OR  TRUST, OR OTHER TRUST INSTRUMENT FOR THE FOREGOING PURPOSES OR ANY OF THEM, AND IN ADMINISTERING THE SAME, TO CARRY OUT THE DIRECTIONS, AND EXERCISE THE POWERS  CONTAINED IN THE TRUST INSTRUMENT UNDER WHICH THE PROPERTY IS RECEIVED, INCLUDING THE EXPENDITURE OF THE PRINCIPAL AS WELL AS THE INCOME, FOR ONE OR MORE OF SUCH PURPOSES, IF AUTHORIZED OR DIRECTED IN THE TRUST INSTRUMENT UNDER WHICH IT IS RECEIVED, BUT NO GIFT, BEQUEST OR DEVISE OF ANY SUCH PROPERTY SHALL BE RECEIVED AND ACCEPTED IF IT BE CONDITIONED OR LIMITED IN SUCH MANNER AS SHALL REQUIRE THE DISPOSITION OF THE INCOME OR ITS PRINCIPAL TO ANY PERSON OR ORGANIZATION OTHER THAN A “CHARITABLE ORGANIZATION” OR FOR OTHER THAN “CHARITABLE PURPOSES” WITHIN THE PROVISIONS OF ARTICLE II AND ARTICLE IV OF THESE ARTICLES OF THE ASSOCIATION, OR AS SHALL IN THE OPINION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS, JEOPARDIZE THE FEDERAL INCOME TAX EXEMPTION OF THE ASSOCIATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954, AS NOW IN FORCE OR AFTERWARDS AMENDED;


(3)   TO GRANT SCHOLARSHIPS TO QUALIFIED US ARMY ACTIVE DUTY AND RESERVE COMPONENT MEMBERS, ASSOCIATION MEMBERS AND DEPENDENT INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE RESIDENTS OF THE UNITED STATES, ANY STATE OR TERRITORY, THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA, OR ANY POSSESSION OF THE UNITED STATES, IN ORDER TO ENABLE OR ASSIST SUCH INDIVIDUALS IN THE PURSUIT OF EDUCATION IN HOLDING WITH THE PURPOSE OF THE ASSOCIATION.  SAID SCHOLARSHIPS SHALL BE MADE IN ACCORDANCE WITH RULES AND REGULATIONS ADOPTED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE ASSOCIATION, BUT SHALL BE MADE OR WITHHELD WITHOUT REGARD TO RACE, RELIGION, AGE, SEX, OR CREED, AND SHALL BE MADE IN A FASHION AND MANNER AS SHALL IN THE OPINION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS, NOT JEOPARDIZE THE FEDERAL INCOME TAX EXEMPTION OF THE ASSOCIATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 501(C) (3) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954, AS NOW IN FORCE OR AFTERWARDS AMENDED:


(4)   TO DO ALL OTHER ACTS AND THINGS LEGALLY WITHIN ITS POWER IN FURTHERANCE OF ITS PURPOSES AS SET FORTH HEREIN.



A.   THE HEADQUARTERS OF THIS ASSOCIATION IS LOCATED AT Fort Lee, Virginia OR SUCH PLACE AS THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL SHALL DETERMINE.



B.   THE ASSOCIATION OPERATES AND EXISTS ON A MILITARY INSTALLATION ONLY WITH THE 


CONSENT OF THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER. THE CONSENT IS CONTINGENT ON COMPLIANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS AND CONDITIONS OF ALL ARMY REGULATIONS, SPECIFICALLY AR 210-1.



C. NEITHER THE UNITED STATES ARMY NOR VARIOUS AGENCIES SHALL BE OBLIGATED, FINANCIALLY OR OTHERWISE, BY ANY ACTION OF THE ASSOCIATION.   THE ASSOCIATION WILL NOT REPRESENT ITSELF AS AN INSTRUMENTALITY OF THE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT.



D.   THE ASSOCIATION WILL BE FINANCIALLY SELF-SUSTAINING THROUGH DUES, CONTRIBUTIONS, SERVICE CHARGES, FEES, SPECIAL SALES OF ASSOCIATION-SPONSORED ITEMS, OR INCOME DERIVED FROM AUTHORIZED INVESTMENTS.



E. ALL MEMBERS WILL UNDERSTAND FULLY THAT THEY ARE PERSONALLY LIABLE, IN 



ACCORDANCE WITH THE LAWS OF THE STATES OF MARYLAND AND VIRGINIA, IF THE ASSETS OF THE  



ASSOCIATION ARE INSUFFICIENT TO DISCHARGE ALL LIABILITIES.  ALL MEMBERS WILL READ THE CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS AS A CONDITION OF MEMBERSHIP.



F.   THE ASSOCIATION IS NOT ORGANIZED FOR PROFIT; IT SHALL HAVE NO CAPITAL STOCK AND SHALL NOT BE AUTHORIZED TO ISSUE CAPITAL STOCK. THE NUMBER OF QUALIFICATIONS FOR AND OTHER MATTERS RELATING TO ITS MEMBERSHIP SHALL BE AS SETFORTH IN THE BY-LAWS OF THE ASSOCIATION. 



G.    NO PART OF THE NET EARNINGS OF THE ASSOCIATION SHALL INURE TO THE BENEFIT OF OR BE DISTRIBUTABLE TO ITS MEMBERS, DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, OR OTHER PRIVATE PERSONS, EXCEPT THAT THE ASSOCIATION SHALL BE AUTHORIZED AND EMPOWERED TO PAY REASONABLE COMPENSATION FOR SERVICES RENDERED AND TO MAKE PAYMENTS AND DISTRIBUTIONS IN FURTHERANCE OF THE PURPOSES SET FORTH IN ARTICLE I HEREOF.



H.   THE ASSOCIATION ACTIVITIES WILL BE DIRECTED TOWARD ACHIEVING THE PURPOSE AS SET FORTH IN ARTICLE I AND SUPPORT RECOGNIZED PROGRAMS CONDUCTED TO BENEFIT THE  PUBLIC WELL-BEING OF THE UNITED STATES.   THESE ACTIVITIES WILL NOT IN ANY WAY PREJUDICE OR DISCREDIT THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY, THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE, OR OTHER AGENCIES OF THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT.   IN ADDITION, THIS ASSOCIATION WILL NOT ENGAGE IN ACTIVITIES WHICH COMPETE WITH THOSE OF ANY NON-APPROPRIATED FUND INSTRUMENTALITY, RECREATION SERVICES OR ANY OTHER GOVERNMENT FUNCTION USING APPROPRIATED FUNDS AT   FORT LEE, VIRGINIA. 



I.   THE ASSOCIATION WILL OPERATED A GIFT SHOP WITHIN THE ORDNANCE COMPLEX, Fort Lee, Virginia, FOR THE EXPRESS PURPOSE OF PROVIDING ALL PATRONS WITH THE OPPORTUNITY TO  PURCHASE SOUVENIRS AND MEMORABILIA RELATING TO THE AREA OF THE  HISTORICAL INTEREST OR TO MILITARY HISTORY, HERALDY, REGIMENT AND ORGANIZATIONS.



J.   PROCEEDS FOR THE GIFT SHOP SALES WILL BE UTILIZED TO SUPPORT PROGRAMS OF THE ASSOCIATION.   
ARTICLE III

 OFFICERS AND EXECUTIVE COUNCIL
SECTION I.   OFFICERS

THE OFFICERS OF THE ASSOCIATION SHALL BE AS FOLLOWS: PRESIDENT, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, TREASURER AND SECRETARY.   VACANCIES OCCURRING IN TERMS OF OFFICE WILL BE CAUSE FOR A SPECIAL ELECTION AT THE REQUEST OF THE PRESIDENT.   THE PRESIDENT MAY ELECT TO LEAVE THE OFFICE UNFILLED UNTIL THE NEXT SCHEDULED ELECTION SO LONG AS THE FUNCTIONS OF THE POSITION LEFT VACANT ARE EXECUTED.   THE PRESIDENT MAY ALSO APPOINT MEMBERS TO FILL UNEXPIRED TERMS AS SET FORTH IN SECTION 2, PARAGRAPH A, ARTICLE III.   THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR MAY, AT THE DISCRETION OF THE PRESIDENT, ALSO FUNCTION IN DUAL CAPACITY AS THE SECRETARY.

SECTION 2.   EXECUTIVE COUNCIL


A.   THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL SHALL CONSIST OF THE PRESIDENT, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR/SECRETARY, TREASURER, ASSOCIATION DIRECTOR, AND THE APPOINTED CHAIRPERSONS OF THE THREE STANDING COMMITTEES OUTLINED IN ARTICLE IV OF THE ASSOCIATION BYLAWS.   THE ELECTED MEMBERS OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL SHALL BE ELECTED FOR A TWO-YEAR TERM AT A SCHEDULED GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING OF THE ASSOCIATION.   THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR IS AUTHORIZED TO HIRE A PERMANENT ASSOCIATION DIRECTOR AND AN EXECUTIVE SECRETARY. UNFILLED TERMS OF OFFICE, OR VACANCIES, MAY BE FILLED BY APPOINTEES APPOINTED BY THE PRESIDENT WITH ADVICE AND APPROVAL OF THE COUNCIL.   A PLURALITY OF VOTES SHALL BE REQUISITE FOR ELECTION.   THE TERMS OF THE OFFICERS SHALL BEGIN IMMEDIATELY AFTER ELECTION AND SHALL CONTINUE UNTIL THEIR SUCCESSORS HAVE BEEN DULY ELECTED AT A GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING.


B.   THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL SHALL MANAGE THE BUSINESS AND PROPERTY OF THE ASSOCIATION CONSISTENT WITH LAW AND THIS CONSTITUTION; SHALL HAVE POWER TO MAKE AND AMEND THE BYLAWS FOR ITS OWN GOVERNMENT; WHICH BYLAWS SHALL NOT BE INCONSISTENT WITH THIS CONSTITUTION; AND SHALL HAVE THE POWER TO PROVIDE IN THE BYLAWS FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF SUCH OFFICERS, COMMITTEE PERSONS, AGENTS AND OR EMPLOYEES AS IT SHALL DEEM NECESSARY AND PROPER, AND TO PRESCRIBE THEIR DUTIES AND COMPENSATION.


C.   THE ASSOCIATION DIRECTOR WILL MANAGE THE OVERALL BUSINESS PROPERTY AND PROGRAMS OF THE ASSOCIATION ON THE DAY-TO-DAY BASIS REPORTING TO THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AS NECESSARY.


D.   AN HONORARY PRESIDENT AND HONORARY VICE-PRESIDENT MAY BE ELECTED BY THE MEMBERSHIP MEETING OF THE ASSOCIATION.   THE HONORARY PRESIDENT AND HONORARY VICE-PRESIDENT SHALL BE ELECTED FOR LIFE OR UNTIL TERMINATED BY RESIGNATION OR BY THE PROCEDURE SET FORTH IN ARTICLE IV, BUT WILL NOT BECOME HONORARY MEMBERS UNLESS SELECTED UNDER THE PROCEDURES SET FORTH IN ARTICLE IV. 

ARTICLE IV
MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 1. ELIGIBILITY


A. MEMBERSHIP IS OPEN TO ALL PERSONS WHO MEET THE ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA SPECIFIED IN PARAGRAPH B. OF THIS SECTION.   ANNUAL DUES SHALL BE DETERMINED BY THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL.   THERE WILL BE NO MEMBERSHIP DISCRIMINATION ON THE BASIS OF RACE, COLOR, SEX OR NATIONAL ORIGIN.  THE CATEGORIES OF MEMBERSHIP ARE AS FOLLOWS:



(1)     CHARTER MEMBERS



(2)     ACTIVE MEMBERS



(3)     ASSOCIATE MEMBERS



(4)     CORPORATE MEMBERS 



(5)     CORPORATE ASSOCIATE MEMBERS



(6)     HONORARY MEMBERS


B.   QUALIFICATIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP ARE AS FOLLOWS:



(1)   CHARTER MEMBERS:   OFFICER, WARRANT OFFICER, AND ENLISTED PERSONNEL, ACTIVE 
AND RESERVE COMPONENTS, RETIREES, AND CIVILIANS WHO SUBSCRIBE TO THE PURPOSE FOR WHICH THE ASSOCIATION IS FORMED.   PRIVILEGE OF MEMBERSHIP IS EXTENDED TO FAMILY MEMBERS OF DUES-PAYING MEMBERS.   THE CHARTER MEMBER STATUS IS GRANTED TO ONLY THOSE WHO APPLIED FOR SUCH STATUS DURING THE SPECIAL ENROLLMENT PERIODS 1 OCTOBER 1986 AND 30 APRIL 1987 AND OCTOBER 1988 AND DECEMBER 31, 1988.   A CHARTER MEMBER WILL REMAIN IN A CHARTER STATUS THROUGH OUT THE LIFE OF THE ASSOCIATION



(2)   ACTIVE MEMBERS:   OFFICERS, WARRANT OFFICER AND ENLISTED PERSONNEL E7 AND ABOVE, ACTIVE AND RESERVE COMPONENTS, RETIREES, AND CIVILIANS WHO SUBSCRIBE TO THE PURPOSE FOR WHICH THE ASSOCIATION IS FORMED.   PRIVILEGE OF MEMBERSHIP IS EXTENDED TO FAMILY MEMBERS OF DUES-PAYING MEMBERS. 



(3)   ASSOCIATE MEMBERS:   ENLISTED PERSONNEL IN THE GRADE OF E6 AND BELOW, BOTH ACTIVE  AND RESERVE COMPONENTS, CADETS OF THE SERVICE ACADEMIES, MILITARY SCHOOLS,  AND ROTC PROGRAMS WHO SUBSCRIBE TO THE PURPOSE FOR WHICH THE ASSOCIATION IS FORMED.   PRIVILEGE OF MEMBERSHIP IS EXTENDED TO FAMILY MEMBERS OF DUES-PAYING MEMBERS.  



(4)   CORPORATE AND CORPORATE ASSOCIATE MEMBERS INSTITUTIONS, BUSINESSES AND/OR CORPORATIONS WHO SUBSCRIBE TO THE PURPOSE FOR WHICH THE ASSOCIATION IS FORMED. 



(5)   HONORARY MEMBERS:   PERSONS DISTINGUISHED IN MILITARY, CIVIL SERVICES OR THE CIVILIAN SECTOR, WHO ARE DESERVING OF SUCH RECOGNITION FOR THEIR SUPPORT OF THE ORDNANCE CORPS AND ARE ELECTED BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL. HONORARY MEMBERSHIP SHALL BE FOR LIFE OR UNTIL TERMINATED BY RESIGNATION.   SUCH MEMBERS WILL NOT BE SUBJECT TO ASSOCIATION DUES. 

SECTION 2.   APPLICATION

APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP CAN BE MADE IN PERSON OR BY WRITING THE ASSOCIATION HEADQUARTERS.   THE APPLICATION SHALL SET FORTH THE FACTS ESTABLISHING ELIGIBILITY, BE ACCOMPANIED BY PAYMENT OF AT LEAST ONE YEAR’S DUES, AND BE SUBMITTED TO THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR FOR APPROVAL.   ELIGIBILITY BEING MET, THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR MAY GRANT APPROPRIATE MEMBERSHIP.

SECTION 3.   TERMINATION

MEMBERSHIP IN THE ASSOCIATION SHALL REMAIN IN FORCE SO LONG AS THE MEMBER MAINTAINS PAYMENT OF DUES OR FEES AND DOES NOT VIOLATE THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 5 OF THIS ARTICLE.   MEMBERSHIP IN THE ASSOCIATION MAY BE TERMINATED FOR CAUSE AT ANY REGULAR OR SPECIAL  MEETING OF THE ASSOCIATION UPON CONCURRENCE OF THREE-FOURTHS OF THE MEMBERS ATTENDING SAID MEETING; BUT ONLY AFTER THE MEMBER CONCERNED HAS BEEN ADVISED BY WRITTEN NOTICE OF SAID PROPOSED ACTION 20 DAYS PRIOR TO SUCH MEETINGS AND, WHICH WRITTEN NOTICE SHALL HAVE BEEN MAILED TO HIS ADDRESS OF RECORD RETAINED IN THE OFFICE OF THE ASSOCIATION, AND ONLY AFTER SAID MEMBER HAS BEEN GIVEN OPPORTUNITY TO BE HEARD AT SAID MEETING IF MEMBER INDICATED HIS DESIRE TO THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 2 DAYS PRIOR TO SAID MEETING.

SECTION 4. RIGHTS

ALL MEMBERS OF THE ASSOCIATION HAVE THE PRIVILEGE OF ATTENDING MEETINGS, ENGAGING IN DISCUSSIONS AT MEETING AND RECEIVE THE BENEFITS SPECIFIED IN THE BYLAWS.   DUES-PAYING MEMBERS SHALL BE ENTITLED TO VOTE,   EACH CHARTER, ACTIVE, ASSOCIATE, AND CORPORATE MEMBER SHALL HAVE ONE VOTE WHICH MAY BE CAST EITHER IN PERSON OR BY DULY EXECUTED PROXY.   CORPORATE MEMBERS MAY NOT RUN FOR OR BE ELECTED TO ANY ASSOCIATION OFFICE.   MEMBERS OF A DUES-PAYING MEMBER’S FAMILY AND CORPORATE MEMBERS MAY BE APPOINTED TO SERVE IN A VOLUNTEER STATUS FOR SPECIAL PURPOSES AND/OR TO SERVE ON ONE OF THE STANDING COMMITTEES.

SECTION 5.   CONDUCT

EVERY MEMBER, VOLUNTEER OR ORGANIZATION OF THE ASSOCIATION MUST CONDUCT AFFAIRS  IN A MANNER  THAT WILL NOT IN ANY WAY PREJUDICE OR DISCREDIT THE ORDNANCE CORPS, THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY, THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE OR OTHER AGENCIES OF THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT.   ANY MEMBER WHO’S CONDUCT VIOLATES THE STANDARDS AS OUTLINED IN SECTION 3; THIS ARTICLE WILL BE CONSIDERED FOR MEMBERSHIP TERMINATION.   NO SUBSTANTIAL PART OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE ASSOCIATION SHALL BE THE CARRYING ON OF PROPAGANDA, OR OTHERWISE ATTEMPTING TO INFLUENCE LEGISLATION, AND THE ASSOCIATION SHALL NOT PARTICIPATE IN, OR INTERVENE IN (INCLUDING THE PUBLISHING OR DISTRIBUTION OF STATEMENTS) ANY POLITICAL CAMPAIGN ON BEHALF OF ANY CANDIDATE FOR PUBLIC OFFICE.   NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF THESE ARTICLES, THE ASSOCIATION SHALL NOT CARRY ON ANY OTHER ACTIVITIES NOT PERMITTED TO BE CARRIED ON; (A) BY AN ASSOCIATION EXEMPT FORM FEDERAL INCOME TAX UNDER SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954 ( OR THE CORRESPONDING PROVISIONS OF ANY FUTURE UNITED STATES INTERNAL REVENUE LAW), OR (B) BY ASSOCIATION CONTRIBUTIONS TO WHICH ARE DEDUCTIBLE UNDER SECTION 170 (C)(2) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954 ( OR THE CORRESPONDING PROVISION F ANY FUTURE UNITED STATES INTERNAL REVENUE LAW).

ARTICLE V
SUBSCRIBERS
ANY OTHER PERSON, ARMED FORCES UNIT, CIVILIAN INDUSTRY, LIBRARY, ASSOCIATION, EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION, ETC., MAY SUBSCRIBE TO THE ORDNANCE MAGAZINE AS PAYING SUBSCRIBERS UPON APPROVAL BY THE ASSOCIATION OR EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND THE PAYMENT OF THE APPROPRIATE SUBSCRIPTION PRICE. SUCH APPLICATIONS WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE APPROVAL ABOVE AND, WHEN APPROVED, THE APPLICANTS WILL BE CONSIDERED SUBSCRIBERS ONLY. 

ARTICLE VI
MEETINGS AND QUORUMS
SECTION 1. MEETINGS


A.   GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETINGS OF THE ASSOCIATION WILL BE HELD ONCE EACH CALENDAR YEAR OR AS DETERMINED BY THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL.


B.   SPECIAL MEETINGS MAY BE CALLED AT THE DISCRETION OF THE PRESIDENT AND WILL BE CALLED UPON BY WRITTEN REQUEST SIGNED BY AT LEAST 20 MEMBERS.


C.   THREE MONTH’S NOTICE OF SAID MEETINGS SHALL BE GIVEN.   SUCH NOTICE SHALL BE DEEMED TO HAVE BEEN GIVEN WHEN PUBLISHED IN AN OF THE ORDNANCE MAGAZINE AT LEAST THREE MONTHS BEFORE SUCH MEETING, AND A COPY THEREOF MAILED TO EACH MEMBER AT HIS ADDRESS OF RECORD RETAINED IN THE OFFICE OF THE ASSOCIATION. 

SECTION 2.  QUORUMS

FIVE PERCENT (5%) OF THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE ASSOCIATION, PRESENT IN PERSON OR BY PROXY, SHALL CONSTITUTE A QUORUM FOR THE TRANSACTION OF BUSINESS AT A GENERAL OR SPECIAL MEETING, PROVIDED THAT AT LEAST TEN (10) MEMBERS ARE PRESENT IN PERSON. 

ARTICLE VII 
AMENDMENTS 
SECTION 1.   ADOPTION 

THIS CONSTITUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE WHEN APPROVED BY A MAJORITY OF THE MEMBERS, SUBJECT TO THE APPROVAL OF THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER. 

SECTION 2.  AMENDMENTS 

THIS CONSTITUTION MAY BE AMENDED OR REPEALED BY A VOTE OF TWO-THIRDS OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL MEMBERS OF THE ASSOCIATION PRESENT IN PERSON OR BY PROXY AT A DULY CALLED EXECUTIVE COUNCIL MEETING OF THE ASSOCIATION PROVIDED THE NOTICE OF SUCH MEETING SHALL CONTAIN A NOTICE OF INTENT TO AMEND OR REPEAL AS WELL AS A COPY OF THE AMENDMENT OR REPEAL.   FOLLOWING EXECUTIVE COUNCIL MEMBERSHIP VOTE, CHANGES/AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION ARE TO BE FILED WITH THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER OR HIS REPRESENTATIVE.   RECOMMENDATIONS FOR AMENDMENT OR REPEAL CAN BE PRESENTED TO THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR IN WRITING SIGNED BY NOT LESS THE TEN MEMBERS OF THE ASSOCIATION AT LEAST TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE DATE OF THE MEETING AT WHICH THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT OR REPEAL IS TO BE CONSIDERED.   BYLAWS MAY BE ESTABLISHED, AMENDED, OR REPEALED BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE MEMBERS OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL.
ARTICLE VIII

   INCOME

A.    THE ASSOCIATION SHALL DISTRIBUTE ITS INCOME FOR EACH TAXABLE YEAR AT SUCH TIME AND IN SUCH MANNER AS NOT TO BECOME SUBJECT TO THE TAX ON UNDISTRIBUTED INCOME IMPOSED BY SECTION 4942 OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954 AS AMENDED:


B.     THE ASSOCIATION SHALL NOT ENGAGE IN ANY ACT OF SELF-DEALING AS DEFINED IN SECTION 4941(D) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954, AS AMENDED:


C.   THE ASSOCIATION SHALL NOT RETAIN ANY EXCESS BUSINESS HOLDINGS AS DEFINED IN SECTION 4943(C) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954, AS AMENDED;


D.   THE ASSOCIATION SHALL NOT MAKE ANY INVESTMENT IN SUCH MANNER AS TO SUBJECT IT TO TAX UNDER SECTION 4944 OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE ACT OF 1954, AS AMENDED;


E.   THE ASSOCIATION SHALL NOT MAKE ANY TAXABLE EXPENDITURES AS DEFINED IN SECTION 4945(D) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954, AS AMENDED. 

ARTICLE IX
DISSOLUTION  
IN CASE OF DISSOLUTION OF THE ORGANIZATION, WHATEVER FUNDS ARE CONTAINED IN THE TREASURY AT THE TIME WILL BE USED TO SATISFY ANY OUTSTANDING DEBTS, LIABILITIES, OR OBLIGATIONS.   UPON THE DISSOLUTION OF THE ASSOCIATION, THE RESIDUAL BALANCE OF THESE ASSETS SHALL BE DONATED TO THE UNITED STATES ARMY ORDNANCE MUSEUM AT FORT LEE, VIRGINA, OR ANY OTHER ORGANIZATION WHICH SUPPORTS THE PURPOSE OF THE ASSOCIATION AS PRESCRIBED IN ARTICLE I.   ALL BOUND VOLUMES AND BOOKS UPON DISSOLUTION BECOME THE PROPERTY OF THE ORDNANCE HISTORIAN/LIBRARY.   ANY OTHER ASSETS OF THE ASSOCIATION NOT CONVERTED TO CASH UPON DISSOLUTION SHALL BE SOLD TO THE HIGHEST BIDDER AT PUBLIC SALE, AND THE PROCEEDS OF THIS SALE, AFTER EXPENSES, DONATED TO THE ORDNANCE MUSEUM, OR ANY OTHER ORGANIZATION WHICH SUPPORTS THE PURPOSE OF THE ASSOCIATION AS PRESCRIBED IN ARTICLE I.   ALL RECIPIENTS OF SUCH REMAINING ASSETS SHALL BE ORGANIZATIONS QUALIFYING FOR EXEMPTION FROM TAXATION UNDER ONE OR MORE OF THE DEFINITIONS CONTAINED IN SECTION 501(C)(3) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1954, AS AMENDED. 

ARTICLE X
CHAPTERS

A.   THE ASSOCIATION ENCOURAGES AND SUPPORTS FORMATION OF LOCAL CHAPTERS.   IT IS THE INTENT AND SPIRIT OF THIS ASSOCIATION THAT SUCH CHAPTERS BE ORGANIZED AT VARIOUS LOCATIONS.   IN OTHER CASES WHERE ORGANIZATIONS (SEPARATE BATTALIONS) OR SPECIAL GROUPS ORGANIZE TO FORM A LOCAL CHAPTER AND PETITION FOR RECOGNITION, EXCEPTIONS MAY BE GRANTED BY VOTE OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL. 


B.   IN ORDER FOR A CHAPTER TO BE ESTABLISHED, ALL MEMBERS MUST HOLD MEMBERSHIP, AS IDENTIFIED IN ARTICLE IV, IN THE ASSOCIATION.   DUES ESTABLISHED IN ARTICLE III OF THE BYLAWS WILL BE PAID TO THE ASSOCIATION HEADQUARTERS. 


C.   AFTER LOCAL CHAPTERS HAVE BEEN FORMALLY ORGANIZED AND HAVE ADOPTED BYLAWS, A COPY OF BYLAWS WILL BE PRESENTED TO THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR WITH A ROSTER OF ASSOCIATION MEMBERS MAKING UP THE CHAPTER AND A PETITION TO THE PRESIDENT OF THE ASSOCIATION FOR A CHARTER.   WHEN THESE DOCUMENTS HAVE BEEN APPROVED BY THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND INSTALLATION COMMANDER, A CHARTER SHALL BE ISSUED TO SAID CHAPTER IN THE NAME OF THE ASSOCIATION PRESIDENT.   CHAPTERS MAY NOT FUNCTION AS A PART OF THE ASSOCIATION WITHOUT A CHARTER OR THE CONSENT OF THE APPROPRIATE INSTALLATION COMMANDER.  


D.   HAVING BEEN PRESENTED SUCH CHARTER, EACH LOCAL CHAPTER WILL BE EXPECTED TO MAINTAIN A VIABLE MEMBERSHIP; TO UPHOLD THE DECLARED PRINCIPLES, PURPOSE, AND OBJECTIVE OF THE UNITED STATES ARMY ORDNANCE CORPS AND THIS CONSTITUTION; TO ABIDE BY THE LETTER AND SPIRIT OF THE PROVISIONS OF THE CHAPTER’S ESTABLISHED BYLAWS; AND TO COMPLY WITH ALL LOCAL LAWS AND ESTABLISHED REGULATIONS WHICH GOVERN THE OPERATION OF THE PRIVATE ORGANIZATIONS.   EACH CHAPTER IS REQUIRED TO PROVIDE A REPORT ANNUALLY ON THE STATUS OF ACTIVITIES, PROGRAMS, PLANS, MEMBERSHIP, AND FINANCIAL POSTURE.


E.   EACH CHAPTER, IF APPROPRIATE, MUST OBTAIN ITS OWN IRS TAX EXEMPT STATUS AND IS LIABLE FOR THE DEBTS IT INCURS. 

BYLAWS

ARTICLE 1
DUTIES OF OFFICERS
THE PRESIDENT SHALL IPSO FACTO BE THE CHAIRMAN OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL.   HE SHALL PRESIDE AT ALL MEETING OF THE COUNCIL AND OF THE ASSOCIATION.   THE PRESIDENT SHALL APPROVE ALL COMMITTEES AND SHALL BE EX-OFFICIO A MEMBER OF ALL COMMITTEES OF THE ASSOCIATION.   AS THE CONSTITUTIONAL HEAD OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE ASSOCIATION HE IS RESPONSIBLE FOR INSURING THAT ALL FUNDS ARE PROPERLY ACCOUNTED FOR AND EXPENDED ONLY AS PROVIDED FOR IN THE CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS.   IN THE PRESIDENT’S ABSENCE, THE VICE-PRESIDENT SHALL ASSUME THE DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT.   IF THE VICE-PRESIDENT OFFICE IS VACANT, THE PRESIDENT SHALL APPOINT A MEMBER OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL TO SERVE TEMPORARILY AS PRESIDENT.   IN THE ABSENCE OF AN APPOINTED TEMPORARY PRESIDENT, THE SENIOR COMMITTEE CHAIRPERSON SHALL ASSUME THE PRESIDENT’S DUTIES IN THE PRESIDENT’S ABSENCE. 

ARTICLE II

ELECTION, MEETINGS, AND VOTING
SECTION 1. ELECTION

THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL WILL BE ELECTED AS PROVIDED FOR BY ARTICLE III OF THE CONSTITUTION. 

SECTION 2. MEETINGS 

THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL WILL MEET ONCE EVERY 6 MONTHS TO CONDUCT BUSINESS. 

SECTION 3. VOTING

SIX (6) MEMBERS OF THE EXECUTIVE COUNCIL SHALL CONSTITUTE A QUORUM FOR TRANSACTION OF BUSINESS.   A MAJORITY VOTE WILL GOVERN IN ALL MATTERS ACTED UPON BY THE COUNCIL.   THIS VOTE MAY BE TAKEN IN PERSON, BY MAIL, OR VIA TELEPHONE AS DEEMED NECESSARY.
